The Auckland Regional Migrant Services (ARMS) seeks the support of all concerned agencies 
and community groups to assist Christchurch migrants arriving in Auckland for two key 
initiatives. 
 
We have produced a special edition of our newsletter ARMS Reach with relevant 
information for newcomers/migrants now here in Auckland who have been affected by the 
Christchurch earthquake, and for Aucklanders and local organisations who want to offer 
them assistance. This newsletter provides information and assistance about accommodation, 
counseling, interpreting, government services, travel and volunteering. This newsletter is 
being sent to all organizations and groups who provide support services, to migrants, 
refugees and Aucklanders.
